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Engaging the Community 
 

Engaging D1 Citizens in Citizen Workshops  
The most effective way to know the issues in our community 
and the ideas of its citizens is by hearing directly from the 
people who I represent. I learned this by knocking on 
thousands of doors before taking office. I held two “Community 
Workshops,” one in January and one in February, to elicit input 
from community members on their most important issues and 
ideas for improving the County. These workshops were also a 
great way to establish lines of communication with the citizens 
in the first district as I entered office as a new Council member.  
 
These Sessions resulted in district focus on sidewalk projects, 
changes to the Board of Education, addressing development 
concerns, enforcement of speed limits, and economic 
development in the district’s main street communities. The 
workshops contribute to creating a more formal method for 
developing a close working relationship with the community. 
 
 

Creating Advisory “Community Cabinet” for District 1 
One result of the Citizen Workshops was forming a Community 
Cabinet with membership from District 1 homeowner and 
community association boards and relevant civic groups in the 
District. The purpose of the Cabinet is to bring together these 
organizations to raise common concerns, forward ideas to 
benefit the entire district, and share or develop solutions to 
common problems. The Community Cabinet met twice in 2015 
and will have quarterly meetings in 2016. In addition to 
working together during meetings, I will bring in resources from 
the state and local government, non-profit community, and 
area experts to address topics of shared interest. I look forward 
to continuing the work of this unique group in Howard County.

Budget FY2016 
 

Working with my Council Colleagues and the County 
Executive we were able to produce a budget reflecting our 
priorities and continuing the high quality-of-life we 
experience in Howard County. The process to review the 
budget included 20 formal meetings over three months, 
including nearly 100 hours of formal and informal 
testimony and deliberation. 
 

I made sure funding for several major projects in District 1 
remained in the Capital Budget including funding for the 
Elkridge Library & Senior Center, new Elkridge Fire Station, 
land acquisition for “High School #13,” and funds to 
address flood mitigation in historic Ellicott City.

BWI Airport Noise Disturbances 
 

Since early this spring, I have been working with Dr. Calvin Ball 
(District 2 Councilmember) and our Federal elected representatives 
to address a significant increase of noise in the Elkridge and Hanover 
areas due to changes in the flight patterns of planes flying in and out 
of BWI Airport. The initial issues associated with runway 
construction have been resolved, while I continue to address more 
long-term noise concerns resulting from implementation of the 
federally mandated Next Gen navigation system. I will continue to 
work with my County colleagues, state officials, and our federal 
representatives to push the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) to 
provide a plan and timetable for adjusting the flight paths. 
Additionally, I will be reaching out to the Attorney General to 
consider possible legal options available to the state and community 
members.
